At kaste
bomberne fra stor hojde duede ikke, da der ikke var plads til
et bombesigte, og piloten derfor kun kunne ramme et mal, hvis
det var rimeligt stort: Ca.

Det duede heller ikke at kaste dem fra lav he jde, da brend-
stofforbruget ville blive meget stort og den i forvejen lille
aktionsradius ville blive endnu mere nedsat.

.Vandalism is violence

As I began to write this column, I was
sitting in an office of a large U.S. "aero-
space" contractor (which shall remain name-
less) wondering what's.'going on "over there",
what's going on with the cruise misgiles,
the S58-20s and the rest of the "arms race",
"arms build-up", and so forth? Another
thought also crossed my mind. What can I do
about it? What can you do about it? Then an
answer came to me - maybe not the right an-
swer, but an answer nonetheless. The answer
was that, whether you live in a "representa-
tive democracy",’a "constitutional monarchy",
or a “one-party dictatorship", you probably
dan't do much about-it, It's in the hands of
the "powers that be". So, quit thinking a-
bout such heavy matters and build models.
Don't hoard them, build then, (For me this
advice is a bit hypocritical, however, since
I've got about 3000 hoarded away in closets,
on shelves, under the bed, etc.) Anyway,
build models and if you feel like a fight
for a "cause", counter the idiocy that models
of military items constitute "war toys". :
Models are scale representations of concrete
factes of life, not war toys,

All of the philosophizing above leads to
one of the two topics to be covered in this
column: the International Air Tattoo at
Greenham Common, July 1983. After one or
two earlier attempts to visit an "IAT", I
finally made it to one. The wait was well
worth it and I only wish I had been able to
attend some of the earlier ones. My only ex-
perience with European air displays has been
with Farnborough in 1980 and a 1976 display
in Goteborg. My U. S. experience covers
shows in Illinois, Ohio, Virginia, Maryland,
and California from the late 1940s to the
present, . :

The Greenham Common festivities are, be-
yond a doubt, the finest, best organized,

| most interesting air display I've ever .seen.

I won't belabor the point with lists of
aircraft, because these have been covered

.in numerous other publications. But it is

worth mentioning that for 4 days, 8 hours

a day, I saw about 400 aircraft flying or
on static display. At a typical U,.S. air-
show, you'd be lucky to find 40 aircraft,
with possibly 25 to 50 percent of that num-
ber flying (and, by and large, doing so in
the most boring manner possible).

Quite simply, there is nothing like
Greenham Common. Friends and colleagues
here in the U.S. asked why I didn't go to
Farnborough or Paris. My answer was pretty
straightforward. Paris and Farnborough are
like a "house of ill repute", Greenham Com=-
mon is like a ballet or a symphony. One is
for hard cash and any pleasure is a lucky
by-product; the other is for the soul, the
spirit.

Which gety us back to the cruise mis-’
siles for a minute. No need to elaborate on
Greenham Common's role in this matter when
not hosting the air tattoo, but the "Women
of Greenham Common" deserve a few marks in
the hypocrisy column for their acts of van-
dalism against the SR-71 and i;s tanker
aircraft the last day of the air tattoo.

Bob Poynter of Squadron
Shop, an old friend from my almost 13 years
of living in the Washington, Nn.C., area,
said he had heard as many as 25,000 were
waiting outside to get in. I think that may
have been a bit high, but I am certain that
the expected 10,000 was far too low an es-
timwate. By the time I left at 1600, I'm
certain that over 20,000 had attended this
"open day".

I was fortunate enough to also be able
to attend the previous day, a "trade day",
by using a little stealth (no, not the air-
craft) and guile. This allowed free access
to people and to dicplays because the show
was far less crowded.

The first interesting person to meet was
at the Monogram exhibit.
